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Priesthorpe Home Learning Pathways
To foster a positive climate for home learning, we have established clear steps and consequences for students who do not meet our minimum expectations. We encourage collaboration among parents, students, and staff to ensure every student is fully prepared for their learning journey. This pathway will be over a two-week period.
HL1 - Home Learning Choice(HLC)
Students are given the opportunity (HL1) to reflect on their home learning habits. They are informed of the potential consequences if their approach does not improve (HL2 HL3) This will be held as a discussion during the lesson and parents will be informed that they have missed home learning. They will be given support and a clear deadline of when this is due and how to submit the work. This should be logged by staff on a spreadsheet.
HL2 - Home Learning Code (HLCC)
If a student continues to struggle, they will receive a Home Learning Compulsory Code (HLCC). This will be documented on Arbor as a negative incident. Parents will be notified by email and will receive an Arbor code. It is an expectation that they attend the support home learning detention in their subject area. After completion of the task staff will go through a ‘Reset’ strategy with pupils to help the student refocus and change their approach to home learning.
[bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs]HL3 - Extended Support Referral
Should issues persist, the student will receive an HL3 and they will be required to engage in an after school on Friday home learning detention, where work will be set for pupils to complete and they will be given study skills support. An email will be sent home to inform parents about why they have been put on Extended Support Referral. At this point the home learning incident is reset and the process begins again.
Home Learning Expectations
Our expectations are grounded in strong communication skills, including active listening and respectful interaction, taking responsibility for one’s own actions, and demonstrating respect and courtesy to others. 
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
